Czech children’s choirs, and its greatest achievements include: 1st prize at the international competition in
Neerpelt (Belgium) in 2018, gold medal and victory in the children's choir category at the international festival
Festa Musicale Olomouc 2018, overall victory at the national competition ZUS CR 2019, and 1st prize and overall
victory at the international competition festival in Ohrid 2023 (North Macedonia). However, Canto is mainly a
good group of choir enthusiasts who love good food in large quantities and sing for pleasure. The choirmaster is
Zbynék Mokrejs and they are accompanied on the piano by Roman Cerny.
